(7) colors, and (17) differing configurations. Michelin X Radial black wall tires
were standard, and guaranteed for 40,000 miles.

Options included SelectAire air conditioning, tinted glass, electric window
defroster, tilt wheel, sunroof, Traction-Lok differential, deluxe seat belts, with a
warning light. Just to name a few. The production numbers were 57,800 units, and
that was up from 46,055 from the previous year

and now..THE REST OF THE STORY

Birdtalk featured Alexander’ Soisiak’s 1959 Thunderbird on the
cover of the July issue. The following is the report that Alexander

Soisiak filed with us.

My 1959 Thunderbird is my first car. | have owned it for over twen-
ty-six years. | wanted a 1959 Thunderbird every since summer
camp in 1976 when a friend, Myron Pytwan, introduced me to the
cars of the 1950's. To me and many other car enthusiasts, the
1970's in many ways were the dark ages for the automobile. Cars
of that era were worse in almost every way there their predeces-
sors. True, they had more modern amenities and more modern
technology, but the majority were slower, uglier and lower in qual-
ity than the cars that had been built before. Before Myron showed
me these magazines, | never realized that cars could be beautiful.
In one of the magazines Myron had lent me, there was an article
about the 1958 to 1960 Thunderbirds. It praised the Thunderbird
as beautiful design by George Walker. The car was Ford's first use
of unibody construction. The unibody design had two advantages.
It allowed the interior to be large for a car of its compact size. Plus,
it gave the designers the ability to make the car very low in profile.
The passengers sit very low in the car - so low in fact that the
transmission and drive train run on the same level with the seats.
This created a new problem - what to do with the large hump run-
ning through the car? George Walker brilliantly solved this prob-
lem, by covering the hump with a console. The Thunderbird cre-
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ated a new class of car - the personal luxury car. A personal luxu-
ry car was smaller than a full size car, but had all the luxuries of the
day. The car also had all the modern conveniences of the era avail-
able: power steering, power brakes, power seats, power windows
and air-conditioning. Without any pictures, this sold me on the car.
| had to get one. Nearly every personal car thereafter copied
Thunderbird's format of two bucket seats between a full length
console. Rivera, Monte Carlo and every luxury make such as
Mercedes, BMW, Lexus and Acura have been imitators of the inno-

vative Thunderbird concept.

| had to wait until after graduating college to get my 1959
Thunderbird. My father would not allow me to get a license before
age 21 and | did not have a full time job. | saved all the money |
made from working in my first job as a laboratory assistant to buy
the Thunderbird. | made no unnecessary expenditures - | really
wanted this car. | saved $3000 to buy this car. | wanted a 1959,
because the 1958 models had problems with all new coil spring
suspension in the rear and the 1959 used ordinary leaf springs in
their place. The 1959 also had the cleanest styling of the three
years, using a tube grill that was very much like the ones customiz-
ers of the day put on their show vehicles. | saw nine 1959
Thunderbirds before | bought my car - all the cars happened to be
white. The car | bought had nearly every option available for that
year except the larger 430 engine and leather seats. | bought the
car from an Elmont Long Island car collector in the Spring of 1981.
The car was advertised as 95% restored, but | knew nothing about
restoring cars at the time. The car was more like 95% messed up.
It had many parts that were missing and incorrect. It took twenty
years to get the car to its present condition.

The first ride home after | bought the car was an adventure. |
dared not take the highway, since | had no idea how well the car
would do at speed. Would the brakes even work? | had a friend in
another car guide me home on the local streets from Elmont to
Forest Hills. The first stop after picking up the car was at a service
station to fill up the tires with air. The car had five different tires! We
could not get at three of the valve stems, because of the wheel
covers, so we removed them. The fourth had an extension. | want-
ed to remove that wheel cover, but my friend, John Wachnicki,
advised me to leave it on, since it has been on there for more than
twenty years. So, | left it on. On a smooth boulevard on that trip
home, | was coming to a gradual stop behind my friend's car. All of
a sudden, | heard a pop and a clang. | looked out the window and
saw to my amazement the last wheel cover rolling slowly exactly
down the center line of the road toward my friend's car. It rolled so
slowly, | was able to honk my horn and point it out to my friend. He
could not believe the site either. The wheel cover came to rest on
the center line.

Since then | had nearly lost many wheel covers. | rode with no
wheel covers for a time, then switched to dog-dish hubcaps, and
then to aftermarket wheel covers that held better than stock ones.
Finally, about a dozen years ago, | devised a method of securing
the stock wheel covers using a Mcgard center cp lock, covering it
with the optional Sun Ray appliqué.

During the car's complete restoration ten years ago, | disassem-
bled the car to a bare shell. The engine, interior, windows, wiring
and trim were removed. Stan's Automotive in Hempstead Long
Island did the bodywork and paint. | reassembled the car myself,
replacing, rechroming or reconditioning every part put back on.
The K & R Service Station in Forest Hills did some of the more dif-
ficult mechanical jobs such as servicing the transmission and
installing the front brakes. There are a few modifications on the
car, but all are done keeping with the era in which the car was built.
| put blue dot taillights in the unused inner backup light lenses.
These small diamond shaped pieces of glass were safety devices
invented in the 1920's to allow the dim car taillight of the period to
be seen further since the eye is more sensitive to blue light than to
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red light. They were soon made illegal in most states, but hot rod-
ders until the 1960's customized their vehicles with these lights,
because the cool purple glow that the combination of a red lens
with a blue dot was worth the risk of a summons. Other modifica-
tions include replacement of the draft tube of the engine with a
custom Postive Crankcase Ventilation valve system that is mostly
hidden beneath the large stock air filter housing using some pieces
from a 1963 Ford. A radiator overflow tank is constructed from a
mason jar. Windshield washer reservoirs of many cars of the
1950's resemble mason jars. Since the original radio in the car
only plays modern radio signals, | decided to replace it with a
stereo. The radio still appears and operates as original. The stereo
is behind the truncated original radio with thee original volume
knob controlling the volume of the new Clarion stereo via a pulley
system. The additional speakers are hidden in the behind the
headliner and the six CD changer is hidden under the passenger
seat.

The car won its highest honor by winning first place in the 1958-
1960 formal judging class at the International Thunderbird Club
convention in Plattsburg, New York in July of 2000. The car is now
classified as a senior car in the club and wears the honorary sen-
ior badge above its front license plate. The car made a 1500-mile
trouble-free round trip in July 2001 to International Thunderbird
Club convention in Dearborn, Michigan for the unveiling of the
2002 Thunderbird.

This Thunderbird has taught me a lot about cars. | was indoc-
trinated into the world of the old car hobby. | have made the pil-
grimage to Carlisle al least once yearly since 1981. | spent many
hours at junkyards scavenging for parts for my car. My favorite sal-
vage yard was Kober's. It was sad when it closed in July of 2000
due to increasing EPA regulations.

The best thing that the Thunderbird has given me is the contact
and friendship of so many other people in the old car hobby. | have
friends across the country and around the world because of this
car. | proudly belong to the ITC and the VTCI. | also run a website
and message board, squarebirds.org, so | could share my knowl-
edge and enthusiasm about Thunderbirds.

When | bought this Thunderbird, | wanted this car to be my first
car, and the car that would last me the rest of my life. | could not
let this go at any price. | have so many memories in this car from
the time it was my daily driver to its present show car condition. It
has never left me stranded. The rare times when it would break
down in the early years, it would do so at the destination. There are
so many joyful rides | have taken with friends over the years in this
car. Regularly, we would use it to go to the movies or restaurants.
| would use this car to drive up to my parent's summer home in the
Catskills each summer and use it in my commute to work as a bar-
tender in Kerhonkson, NY in the 1980's.

This is no garage queen. Recently, a visitor to a local car show
asked me for how much | would sell my Thunderbird. | told him
there is no price | would sell it. He glibly responded that | would
gladly sell it if he offered me $300,000. | told him | would be poor-
er if | took the money for the car.

The car is doing very well and does not look its age.
Unfortunately, | was diagnosed with sarcoma, a cancer, in
December of 2006. The disease has spread from the primary site
in my left thigh to my lungs. | am currently being treated with exper-
imental chemotherapy at Sloan-Kettering Cancer Center. | hope to
get many more years of enjoyment out of this magnificent machine
called Thunderbird.
